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Arrest Made In Sex Offense Investigation

On November 24, 2025, at approximately 3:25 P.M., Colonial Heights Police responded to the Dollar Tree located in the 1500 block of Boulevard for a
report of a sex offense.

Upon arrival, officers learned that a male suspect had approached an adult female victim and discharged bodily fluid onto her clothing. The suspect fled
the area prior to officers’ arrival.

Through further investigation, on November 26, 2025, Colonial Heights Police Detectives obtained a photo of the suspect along with a description of the
suspect vehicle. While canvassing, a detective observed the suspect operating the vehicle and conducted a traffic stop in the 600 block of E. Ellerslie
Avenue.

The suspect was identified as Corenardo Ferrentez Chapman, age 37, and a resident of Chesterfield. Chapman is currently charged with Felony
Aggravated Sexual Battery, Misdemeanor Indecent Exposure and Misdemeanor Obscene Sexual Display. Chapman was processed and transported to
Riverside Regional Jail where he was ordered held without bond pending his next court appearance in Colonial Heights General District Court.
