ADOPTION OF:

AN ORDINANCE NO 14-FIN-3 (PASS)
(First Reading) To amend the General Fund Budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013 and ending June 30, 2014, to appropriate funds in the aggregate amount of $331,599, which consists of $1,000 in funding from the Virginia Department of Fire Programs to upgrade Public Safety equipment; $274,599 of capitalized interest from the 2012 GO Bond Issue to eliminate dead radio communication zones in the new courthouse, offset unbudgeted Temple Avenue Bridge repairs and return unrestricted fund balance to 15%; and appropriation of $56,000 in Restricted Fund Balance – Sheriff (Courthouse Fees) for two new full - time positions.

To amend the Capital Projects Fund Budget to appropriate $166,000 from the State Revenue Sharing Program and local funds to the White Sands Court Reconstruction Project; appropriate $277,767 to the Appomattox River Trail Phase III Project, such funds coming from a VDOT Trail Grant of $227,767 and a Cabell Foundation Grant of $50,000; and remove completed Phases I & II of the Appomattox River Trail Project from the Capital Project Fund in the amount of $468,466.

AN ORDINANCE NO 14-FIN-9 (UNANIMOUS PASS)
(First Reading) To amend the General Fund Budget for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2023 and ending June 30, 2014, to appropriate funds in the aggregate amount of $29,206, which consist of $27,006 in funding from the Virginia Department of fire Programs to upgrade Public Safety equipment; and $2,200 in donated funds to the Library to purchase a patron memorial gift ($1,200) and activities for the summer reading program ($1,000).

To amend the Capital Projects Fund Budget in the aggregate amount of $539,092 to appropriate $250,092 from the Safe Routes to School Grant Program to the Safe Routes to School Project; and appropriate $289,000 to the Appomattox River Trail Phase IV Project, such funds coming from a VDOT trail Grant of $289,000.
